To verbalise needs and wants.

To respect the rights of others feelings and points of views.

To express a range of emotions in a socially acceptable manner.

Welcome to Kinder!

Karen and | are excited about getting to know your family and particularly your children better over the next
couple of weeks. | would like to thank families for their patience during our gradual intake of the kinder groups.
Having half groups ensures the best possible start for the children.
It allows us to:
e Settle children who have are anxious or distressed separating from their parents in a new
environment.
e Set up the routines and limits of the environment to make the rest of the kinder year successful with
clear expectations for the children.
e Help the children to get to know their peers, particularly each others names.
e Get to know the children and take detailed observations of them interacting with their peers, and of
their strengths and interests.

Thank you to the families who have returned the orange planning information sheet. This helps us to plan and set
goals as a partnership with families. If you have not yet returned your sheet please fill out and return to Naomi or
Karen.

Remember to pack a sun-smart hat for your child to keep in
their "pocket” at kinder. Appropriate hats cover your child's
neck, ears and shade their face. Please ensure they have

clothes that cover their shoulders

Caps are not suitable as they expose the neck and ears.

Kids-Go For-Your Life *

Healthy eating in pre-kindergarten years

For toddlers the world is a fun
and exciting place, with many
new things to learn. Children of
this age enjoy eating with family
and friends and helping with
simple meal preparation.

Toddler eating
behaviours

Toddlers can be erratic eaters.
They love a food one day and
dislike it the next, they refuse a
meal at home but will happily eat
the same meal when they are
somewhere else! This can frustrate
and worry parents, but it is the
eating pattern of a healthy older
toddler.

Toddlers should be served the
same foods as the whole family,
with a variety of textures and
flavours for balanced nutrition.
Offer a range of foods from the
following groups:

« fruit and vegetables

* breads and cereals

» meat, fish, chicken, eggs,
legumes

* milk, cheese and yoghurt.

Low fat or restricted diets are
not recommended for toddlers,
as they may result in poor
growth.

Trust your toddler’s
appetite

Toddlers have changeable
appetites. Often these changes are
due to growth spurts or high levels
of activity, which mean your toddler
needs extra energy so their
appetite increases for a while. This
can be followed by a period of
small and picky eating, as less
food is needed.

Some other reasons for irregular
food intakes are:

« filling up on drinks, in particular
sweet drinks or milk

* low levels of activity, which
means that less food is needed

« children may be tired and not
interested in food (often happens
at the evening meal).

Trust your toddler’s changing
appetite, as children can sense
how much food their bodies need
and will eat enough to match this.

Who is in charge at
mealtimes?

Eating and mealtimes are a team
effort, with control being shared
between parents and their
children.

Children can sense how much
food their bodies need and will eat
enough to match this, but they
can lose this natural ability to
sense when they are hungry or
full, if forced to over eat or finish
all the food on their plate.

Parents and children have different
mealtime roles within the family:

The parent’s job is to decide:
+ which foods to offer their child
» when to offer food.

The child’s job is to decide:

» whether they will eat

* how much they will eat.

Food refusal

Refusing a food does not always
mean that your child does not like
it — they may just be testing to see
the reaction they will get! If you
automatically assume that the food
is to blame it is easy to get caught
up in a frustrating game. Some
tips to help avoid this game and
promote positive mealtimes
include:

« offering meals in a relaxed
environment

* removing distractions by turning
off the TV and putting toys out of
reach

« providing a small spoon or fork
and a comfortable chair

* serving your toddler the same
meals as the rest of the family

» trying to stay calm and not forcing
your child to eat

« starting with small serves and
giving more if hungry

« allowing your child to express
some likes and dislikes

* trying a new food with foods that
you know your child already eats
* being a positive role model—eat
well and your child will copy.



If food is refused:

« try to stay calm and do not force
or bribe your child to eat—
remember that children know how
much food they need

« resist offering an alternative meal
or food, simply remove the
uneaten meal (you may wish to
store leftovers in the fridge)

» encourage your child to sit quietly
for a few minutes before leaving
the table

« if your child returns hungry soon
after leaving the table offer the
leftover meal. Re-heated well
before serving

« if your child is hungry 11/2 - 2
hours after the meal, offer a
healthy snack such as fruit, plain
crackers or a sandwich

* less healthy snacks such as
chocolate, chips, sweet biscuits, or
ice-cream should not be offered as
alternatives or bribes, if food is
refused. Children will quickly learn
to refuse meals and snacks in
preference for these foods

* be consistent in your approach
every time your child refuses a
food or meal.

Healthy snacks

Many toddlers are ‘grazers’
choosing to have small frequent
meals and snacks throughout the
day. This is only a problem if the
meals and snacks are not
nutritious. As a guide, plan for your
toddler to have three main meals
(these may be small) and two to
three snacks per day. Try and
encourage 11/2 - 2 hours between
each meal or snack. Some ideas
for healthy and interesting snacks
are:

« fresh or tinned fruit. Dried fruits
are sticky and high in sugar, so
only offer these occasionally

« crackers with cheese, peanut
butter, vegemite

* cheese slices, sticks, triangles

* dip, salsa or hummus with
crackers or vegetable sticks (make
sure children are seated and
supervised)

« fruit or plain yoghurt (can be
frozen)

« raisin bread, fruit loaf or toasted
English muffins

« plain biscuits, scones or pikelets

« fruit or vegetable muffins, such as
sultana, carrot, banana, zucchini or
pumpkin

* rice cakes.

Healthy drinks

Many toddlers are so busy playing
and exploring, that they prefer to
have drinks rather than stop for a
meal or snack. This can result in
poor nutrition and may affect
growth. Sweet drinks such as
juice, cordial and soft drink are
not needed for a healthy diet and
are not recommended.

Milk and dairy foods remain an
important part of a child’s diet.
Three serves of dairy food are
needed each day to provide
enough calcium for bone
development — a serve equals a
glass of milk, a tub of yoghurt or a
slice of cheese. Reduced fat milk
or dairy products can be offered
to children over two years of age.
Skim milk or dairy products are
not suitable for children under
five.

Having fun with food

Parents and carers can use food
activities with older toddlers to
help them become familiar with
foods and to learn simple ideas
about nutrition. By encouraging
children to get involved in basic
food preparation, like making
sandwiches, salads or baking a
cake, they can learn about
healthy foods as well as:

« exploring shapes and colours
* learning how foods grow and
where they come from

+ developing motor skills by
pouring, stirring and cutting

* learning simple hygiene, like
washing hands before touching
food or eating

+ sharing food with other people.

Child care

Child care provides an
environment for children to eat
with others and experience new
foods and tastes that they may
not have at home.

Some things to consider:

* If a main meal is provided at
lunchtime, a smaller meal may be
all that is needed at home for the
evening meal — but this will vary for
each child.

* Talking to carers is a great way to
find out about what your child has
eaten, and to inform them of any
concerns or issues about food at
home. Working together can
positively reinforce healthy
nutritional messages.

* Child care can be a great
resource for nutrition information —
ask centre carers or coordinators.

Important tips for toddler
Eating

» Offer a variety of foods daily.

* Enjoy eating together as a family,
where possible.

» Don’t force your child to eat when
they are not hungry or tired.

* Involve your child in simple food
preparation.

+ Offer water as the main drink.

» Sweet drinks such as cordial,
juice and soft drink are not
necessary.

« Offer healthy snacks in between
meals.

* Be a positive role model for your
child by eating a healthy diet.

* Accept some food refusal without
worry.

» Parents decide what food to offer
and when to offer it.

+ Children decide whether they will
eat and how much they will eat.

* Remember that toddler’s
appetites can be erratic — changing
from day to day.

* Young children should always be
seated and supervised when
eating.

» Avoid small hard foods such as
nuts and hard lollies.
